
Jayhawk Generations Scholarship Form 
 
The University of Kansas will provide a partial tuition waiver renewable for up to 4 years (48 months) to qualifying newly admitted 
freshmen. The following qualifications must be met: 

• New nonresident freshman who are paying nonresident tuition rates whose parent, step-parent, legal guardian, grandparent or 
step-grandparent graduated from KU with a bachelor, master, first professional (law, medical or pharmacy), or doctoral degree 

• Meet all KU admission requirements and meet all deadlines, including payment of the May 1 Enrollment Deposit 
• Earn a 3.25 on a 4.0 scale minimum final high school GPA and a minimum 26 ACT Composite/1170 SAT (math and critical 

reading only) 
• Submit this Jayhawk Generations Scholarship Form to the Office of Admissions and Scholarships by July 1, 2010 
• To remain eligible for the tuition waiver, Jayhawk Generations Scholars must earn a 3.25 minimum KU GPA, verified at the 

end of each spring semester 
 
The amount of the tuition waiver is based on the student’s academic qualifications. A newly admitted freshman with an ACT Composite 
score of 26-29 ACT (1170-1310 SAT/math and critical reading only) will receive a 12% tuition waiver. A newly admitted freshman with 
an ACT Composite score of 30 (1320 SAT or higher/math and critical reading only) or higher will receive a 20% tuition waiver.  
 

APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS 
This application must be completed by new nonresident freshmen who meet all regular University admission and partial tuition waiver 
requirements; in addition, the applicant must meet all deadlines, including payment of the May 1 Enrollment Deposit. The partial tuition 
waiver will be approved when all of the information has been verified. Once the review has been completed, you will be notified of your 
waiver. You must be classified as a nonresident student who pays nonresident tuition rates to receive this waiver.
